Animal Heroes and Numismatics
by Tom Kays

A youngster stopped by the Fairfax Coin Club table at a recent coin show and
told us he collects coins with animals on them. Coins and medals often
depict animals as metaphors of virtue. Animals on coins and medals is a
wide-open field and an easy collection to start, with plenty of eagles, lions,
and horses, to corral. Less common animals like bears, hogs, and even
starfish can be found on coins. Search further and find breeder’s awards,
hunting, racing, and animal show society medals picturing animals. We
lifelong collectors at the sign-up table pondered where might a lifetime
collection of numismatics about animals, lead? Perhaps medals awarded
‘to’ animals would be the ultimate numismatic animal collectible?

You may have heard about medals
for people awarded to animals,
such as “Sargent Stubby” the
unofficial World War | mascot of
the 102" US Infantry (pictured) or
the official US Marine Corps “Deuvil
Dog” mascot “Chesty,” an English
bulldog, now in his sixteenth
incarnation since the first Marine
Corps mascot “liggs” enlisted in
1922. Mascot dogs routinely wear
US Service medals seen on parade.

The commissioning and bestowal
of medals becomes one of the
most enduring records of historical
: 4 events. Such awards comprise a
permanent witness of events, both great and small; and are occasions of
both great societal importance and of intense personal significance. British
and Australian Defense Acts do not permit the award of human service
medals to animals. Medals specifically made for animals for bravery had
to come about during WWII.




Mrs. Maria Dickin (1870-1951) instituted the Dicken Medal (pictured)
following many reports of conspicuous courage displayed by animals
working with the British armed forces and civil defense units performing
rescues of air raid victims in the London Blitz. Awarded to animals that
display conspicuous gallantry and devotion to duty, the Dickin Medal,
sometimes called the “Animals Victoria Cross (VC),” is awarded by the
“United Kingdom’s People’s Dispensary for Sick Animals (PDSA).”
Instituted in 1942, the first was awarded in 1943 to “White Vision” a pigeon
attached to the Royal Air Force that flew home enduring nine hours in heavy
weather to deliver a help message from a downed aircrew in a ditched
aircraft at sea, leading to their rescue. The Dicken Medal has become the
highest international award for animal courage with just seventy-five
winners across the past eighty years. Winners come from Great Britain,
America, Canada, Australia, and Egypt. The medal is a bronze, uniface disc,
thirty-six millimeters in diameter, suspended by a ribbon of three equal
bands of green, dark brown and pale blue. Theribbon symbolizes the three
domains (land, sea and sky) which are the realms in which animals serve.
The obverse bears the central inscription “For Gallantry - We Also Serve.”
Reverses are individually engraved with names, affiliations, and honors.

The most recent Dickin Medal awardee is a US Marines, bomb-sniffing dog

named “Bass,” a Belgian Shepard, in 2019, who served in Afghanistan, Iraq

and Somalia. Bass is credited with saving his team by identifying a Taliban
explosive in the doorway of a building they ran to seeking shelter under
enemy fire. Bass ‘sussed’ out four more bombs in that shelter to save his
team again and again.

As collectibles go, few Dickin Medals ever change hands (paws). A genuine
Dickin Medal from 1945 sold for a record 140,000 pounds. It was awarded
to “War dog Rob,” a black-and-white collie-retriever who jumped twenty
times with paratroops in North Africa, and with the Special Air Service (SAS)
in Italy, during WWII. Rob learned to parachute down in silence (most dogs
barked their heads off), to go on patrol behind enemy lines, and was taught
to silently lick soldiers faces to wake them up if he smelled enemy soldiers.
War dog Rob was credited with saving many allied soldiers lives.

Usually awarded to heroic war or rescue dogs, and to vital message or
microfilm-carrying pigeons of the UK National Pigeon Service, five medals
were awarded to war horses. Only one Dickin Medal ever, was awarded to
a cat.

Ship’s Cat “Simon”, of HMS Amethyst, is the only feline Dickin Medal
awardee, following the “Yangtze Incident” involving a Royal Navy frigate,
during the Chinese Civil War of 1945-1949. By agreement with the
Australian Numismatic Society (ANS) of New South Wales, we reprint
excerpts from Medals for Everyone — The Numismatics of the Yangtze
Incident - 1949 by Rod Sell and John Pearn. HMS Amethyst had steamed
up the Yangtze River, preparing to evacuate British and Commonwealth
citizens from Nanking, from being engulfed in the Chinese Civil War. The
Peoples Liberation Army controlled territory on the north side of the river
where their forces had medium artillery. Since the Communists did not
have a Navy, all Naval ships were regarded as the enemy. HMS Amethyst
was fired upon with deadly accuracy from shore batteries positioned on the
north side of the Yangtze River, opposite Low Island. The Amethyst was
gravely, but not totally disabled. HMS Amethyst was trapped in the Yangtze
River, heavily guarded by the enemy.

The ship finally escaped the blockade after
three awful months of siege, slipping away
under cover of darkness on 31 July 1949.
Surviving sailors, soldiers and airmen involved
in the Yangtze Incident received the UK Naval
General Service Medal with the Yangtze clasp.
Members of the crew recommended the
ship’s cat, Simon, who also was wounded, for
an award, as an example of the bonds which
are forged under fire and which transcend the
normal barriers between humankind and the
animals who serve with them. Simon’s rat
catching ability (at least one per day) despite
his injuries, helped boost the crew’s spirits and helped save their meager
food supply. Simon would sit on the bunks of men in sickbay who greatly
welcomed his purring visits as a morale boost. Simon was awarded the
Dickin Medal in 1949 by the People’s Dispensary for Sick Animals for
apparent courage, despite his injury in one of the artillery blasts that partly
disabled the ship and killed other members of the crew. Simon passed
away before the formal medal presentation ceremony. His exploits were
chronicled in Time Magazine.

Since WWII, more awards for animals service bravery have been launched
and many bestowed including the UK People’s Dispensary Silver and Gold
Medals, the Red Collar and Medallion for Valor, the National [UK] Canine
Defense League Bronze Medal, the Dogs Trust Gallant Canine Medal, the
Australian Purple Cross Award, the National [Australia] Animal Valor Award,
the New Zealand Royal SPCA Bravery Award Medal, the Stillman Medal
Award of the American Humane Society, the Sun’s Hero Dog Award
Medallion, and the VITA Wireless Samaritan Medal — National Hero Dog
Award. Collecting coins and medals of animals is only the start of a great
pastime and may lead to the discovery of amazing true-life stories behind
medals awarded to animal heroes.
